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Preparation  
 

Before you begin assembling your JumpSport 14ft  Trampoline, make sure your trampoline and trampoline enclosure is 
in a proper location.  
 
 

Trampoline Placement  
 

  

            Caution: When deciding on where to place your trampoline and trampoline enclosure, consider the following:  

  

          WARNING  

 
Overhead Clearance  Adequate overhead clearance is essential. A minimum of 24 feet from ground level 
    is recommended. Provide clearance for wires, tree limbs, and other possible hazards. 
 
Lateral Clearance  Lateral clearance is essential. Place the trampoline and trampoline enclosure away from 
    walls, structures, fences, and other play areas. Maintain a clear space on all sides of the
    trampoline.  
 
Level Surface   Place the trampoline and trampoline enclosure on a level surface before use. 
 
Lighting    Use the trampoline and trampoline enclosure in a well -lit area. Artificial illumination 
    may be required for indoor or shady areas. 
 
Security    Secure the trampoline and trampoline enclosure against unauthorized and unsupevised 
    use. 
 
Ground Clearance   Remove any obstructions from beneath the trampoline and trampoline enclosure .  
 
 
Note: The owner and supervisors of the trampoline are responsible to make all users aware of practices specified in 
the Use Instructions .  The trampoline enclosure is only to be used as an enclosure for a trampoline of a size for 

which the enclosure is designed.  
 
WARNING:  Do Not use or stand near the trampoline in windy or gusty conditions. A trampoline can become 
airborne when exposed to sustained wind or gusting wind conditions. This can result in serious injury, paraly-
sis, or death, as well as property damage. To reduce these risks, disassemble the trampoline and enclosure 

and store them until weather conditions improve. Anchoring a trampoline frame may prevent the trampoline from 
moving as a result of the wind, but even anchored trampolines can become airborne or damaged. Consult a qualified 

contractor to determine what type of anchor works best in your location.  
 
 
IMPORTANT: The best surface on which to place your trampoline is dirt or grass. However, if you plan to install the 
trampoline on a very hard surface such as concrete or asphalt, a dense foam ð similar to what can be found in   
public playgrounds ð should be installed under each leg. Contact JumpSport Customer Service if you have any  
questions.

Use page 6 to help with part 
names and numbers.

4) Connect the leg assemblies to each other. T-joints and T -joint 

with enclosure socket  must alternate.  

1) There are two types of frame rail connectors: a T-joint and a T-

joint with enclosure socket.  Note: All T -joints have a hole on the 
round tube for the leg.  This hole must face in toward the center of 
the trampoline, so that the legs will snap in place for proper as-
sembly.  When assembling the frame rail, T -joints and T -joints 
with enclosure socket  must alternate.  

2) Place a section of frame rail on the ground with the spring 

notches facing downward . One end of the frame rail is swaged 
larger than the other; insert the larger end into a Socket connect-
or. Insert the large end of a second frame rail into a T-joint. Insert 
the smaller end of the second frame rail assembly into the T-joint 
with enclosure socket of the first frame rail assembly.

3) Using 1 horizontal leg piece and 2 vertical leg pieces, build a 

leg assembly as shown above.  The horizontal and vertical leg 
pieces are secured to each other and the frame rail connectors by 
snap buttons.  Both ends of the leg must snap into place, if not, 
confirm the hole on the side of the T-joint is facing inside, aligned 
with the snap button.  Adjust if necessary.  

 
>> Repeat with all remaining leg pieces. When finished, you will have 6 
complete leg assemblies.

5) Repeat step 4 until all leg assemblies are connected. Your 

frame is now complete, and should look like the drawing above.  
 
Note: The frame may not be snug at this point. This is normal 
until you start adding the mat and springs, which add tension to 
the frame to help keep everything snug.  

6) Place the jumping mat on the ground inside the completed 

frame assembly from step 5. Locate the warning labels; ensure 
they are facing up when attaching the enclosure net.

8) At three additional locations moving 1/4 circle ( 24 

spring notches, holes in bottom strap of net, and V -Rings) 
clockwise, connect the jumping mat and enclosure net to the 
frame.  

7) Locate the entrance zipper on the enclosure net. Hole 1 will be 

directly to the left of the zipper in the bottom strap (A).  Place the 
enclosure net on the mat, line up the entrance zipper directly over 
a T-joint connector so that the opening will be centered between 
two enclosure poles.  Insert the first V-Ring though Hole 1, and 
attach V-Ring to frame using a spring at the first spring notch (B).
